¢ A firmament divided the waters above from the waters below.
e God called the firmament Heaven.

¢ Gathered the water under the heaven into one place. Dry land
appeared. (Called it Seas and Earth.)
e Created grass, herb and the fruit tree.

e Lights in the firmament of the heaven to divide the day from
the night; for signs and seasons, and for days and years; for
lights in the firmament of the heaven to give light on the earth.
e Made two great lights (Sun and moon) and the stars. Then set
them in the firmament of the heaven to give light on the earth.

¢ Created the abundance of living sea creatures and every
moving thing in the waters. And every bird flying above the
earth across the face of the firmament of heaven.

¢ Created the living creatures of the earth according to its
kind: cattle and creeping thing and beast of the earth.
¢ Created man in His own image; male and female.

e The heavens and the earth, and all the host of them, were
finished. And on the seventh day God rested.
¢ God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it.
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
